The block size in
her quilt is 12˝. The color option is made with smaller 6˝
blocks. Patches for this size are given here. 

Measurements include ¼ seam allowances. 
Align arrows with lengthwise or crosswise 
grain of fabric. 

Rotary Cutting for 6˝ Blocks
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Hourglass Block

Janine’s blocks make a charming wall quilt. Piece the
center four Basket blocks, one Hourglass block, and
additional units, using one colorway for each basket
and bright lights to contrast the warm tones. Fabrics
are Jo Morton Collections for Andover Fabrics.
